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Port Townsend Chamber President Moves On 
  
Port Townsend, WA, October 23 -- After three years of continuous service on the Board and 
serving for the past ten months as President, Kim Jons announced today she is leaving the 
President's position at the Port Townsend Chamber of Commerce.

Energy, the Chamber retains Tim's expertise as a key member of the transportation committee 
because Jons recruited him to that post. 
 
The Chamber retained professional accounting services with a new system to accurately track 
income and expenses. 
 
Jons said, "I have really enjoyed my time with the Chamber, especially this past year.  We have 
a very responsive and hard-working board.  The executive board has a demanding work load, 
and each of us accepted our responsibilities and accomplished the work."
